Traditionally they have
taken formal poses and shown the sitter in a
setting which tells something about them.
Within the form, however, there is a great
deal of variety and this exhibition is an
opportunity to explore the range of
portraiture within Hartlepool’s museum
collections.

Including formal portraits of prominent
