There was a change to the Hartlepool Schools Funding Formula (as approved by the Schools Forum) in 2008/09 which resulted in a transfer of funding
away from the AWPU towards deprivation and School Advantage Scores which has resulted in some variances in funding between years.

As this affected all schools the Sec of State was contacted via DCSF for a Regulation 25 arrangement. The fullimpact of this change was only

fully reflected in 2009/10 in the primary sector as the change was phased in over two years.

Brierton Secondary School is closing (only two year groups will remain from April to July) from August 2009 with the pupils and funding transferring to other
schools within the town hence the variances shown within secondary schools.
