	Hartlepool Borough Council is one of 14 statutory bodies with jurisdiction on or around the Teesmouth and Cleveland Coast European Marine Site.  This is a European protected site running much of the length of Hartlepool’s coastline.  These 14 statutory bodies had agreed to prepare a single management scheme for the site to guide the exercise of their functions in order to secure compliance with the Habitats Directive.  This involves taking appropriate steps to avoid deterioration of the habitats or disturbance to species for which the site has been designated.  Details of the actions to be taken by Hartlepool Borough Council as part of the management scheme were appended to the report.  These actions would incur no additional financial costs as most actions would be incorporated as part of existing workloads.  The Action Plan would be reviewed annually and an annual report produced on the implementation of existing management measures, developments on new actions identified by the scheme and the work of the Management Group.
